D — “It’s begining to look a lot like fall,” Marty said as the leaves turned colors and started to drop
from the trees.
The word <em>beginning</em> is spelled with two <em>n</em>s when <em>-ing</em> is added to the end.
The other sentences do not contain any spelling errors.

2. C — Although
Because we can see that the forecast does not match up with the actual weather, we know we need a word of
contrast. "Although" is the only word that sets up a logical, complete sentence with a dependent and
independent clause.

3. A — “K-pop, short for Korean Pop, is a famous style of music in South Korea that generally
consists of audiovisual effects, dancing, and upbeat music.”
The sentence discussing Korean pop music should be removed because the rest of the passage is completely
unrelated to popular culture. The other sentences discuss history and statistics of South Korea, and the K-Pop
information seems random in this paragraph.

4. B — Mark’s short term plan was to get a job and save money to go back to school.
Hyphenated words are often compound words used as modifiers. Hyphens are also used when spelling out
many numbers. In the sentence about Mark, <em>short-term</em> should be hyphenated as it’s being used
to modify or describe his <em>plan</em>.

5. A — We read the short story called <u>Surviving in the Woods</u>.
Titles of movies, books, plays, magazines, and newspapers are underlined or italicized. Shorter works, such
as poems, articles, short stories, and songs go in quotation marks. To underline the title of the short story
called Surviving in the Woods is incorrect, and it should be in quotation marks instead.

6. D — We heard the baby’s cries from the other room.
The only sentence that does not have a misspelled word is the sentence about the baby’s cries. Paul’s
sentence misspells <em>appearance</em>, the donation was <em>received</em>, and
<em>independence</em> does not contain an <em>a</em>.

7. B — The Jankowskis typically go out for Italian food, but tonight they tried Thai.
This is a compound sentence joining two independent clauses with a comma and the conjunction <b>but</b>.

8. D — sentence 5
The fifth sentence deviates from the main idea of the paragraph by discussing health issues in dogs rather
than the perks of utilizing the pet care industry.

9. C — It's considered quite
Its is the possessive form of it; it's is a contraction of it is, which is what is required in sentence 7. Writing out it
is completely would solve the problem if an unnecessary apostrophe were not added to is, as in choice C.
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10. B — Everyone in the crowd waved as the firetrucks passed the bleachers.
Because the firetrucks are driving by the crowd in the present tense, so “passed” is the correct form of the
verb to use. This is why answer choice (A) is incorrect. Similarly, answer choices (B) and (D) are incorrect
because they use the wrong forms of “by” and “buy,” respectively.

11. C — The author doesn’t indicate where the study is from or who conducted it, so the audience
doesn’t know if the data presented reflects a defendable statistic.
Because it’s important for writers to provide a source whenever they cite data. This will help the reader better
understand whether the data is valid or not.<br/><br/>Answer choice (C) might be tempting, but the author
indicates that this information is from a survey, which means that even if the indicators are subjective, they
become quantifiable data points as soon as subjects of the survey begin choosing them.

12. D — They don’t cost much to make and people go see them because of brand recognition.
In discussing these sequels, the writer writes, “They cost very little to make and their brand recognition means
they will likely make a decent run at the box office.”<br/><br/>Answer choices (A) and (C) are not explored in
the passage, and the writer applauds the creative freedom studios are giving new directors, which makes
answer choice (D) incorrect.

13. A — behavioral similarities between Homo sapiens and other species
Through exaggeration and sarcasm, the author ridicules people's need for greater distinction. The author
suggests that this need stems from defensiveness and insecurity: "it is very important that the species to
which we belong be uniquely unique. It is of utmost importance that the human species be insulated from all
other species with respect to how we explain certain qualities." (lines 41-45). The author then implies that
whether a capability is classified as strictly human depends on how it is defined, thus making the classification
subject to opinion and bias: "even if 'language' is so defined that the waggle dance slips in" (lines 53-54).

14. D — To point out that real environmental change will only happen when we hold private
companies responsible for their contributions to the problem.
Because it represents the main point the author is trying to make. The author mentions both answer choice
(B) and (D), but only in service to their main purpose, represented by choice (A).

15. D — Present two possible explanations for the growing popularity of smartphones
The conclusion sentence states two possible paths that could explain the arrival of a growth in smartphone
popularity. These two suppositions are guesses at what is causing this trend. Because the author injects
minimal bias and leaves the answer to the reader’s interpretation, the author is simply presenting explanations
as the option ‘Present two possible…’ indicates. The other options are either irrelevant or insufficiently
supported by text evidence.

16. D — The author takes readers through a detailed account of the incident and the aftermath.
The author takes readers through a chronological accounting of the incident, only introducing their opinion at
the end of the second paragraph. The author doesn’t present two perspectives (A), support their opinion with
specific data (C), or remain unbiased throughout (D).

17. A — Give complete control
The sentence is discussing how studios would not trust a newcomer completely with a big budget film. In this
case, “hand over the reins” means “to give complete control.” <br/><br/>Answer choice (D) is tempting
because studios would be taking a risk if they were to do this, but the phrase itself doesn’t convey that sense
of risk.

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26. A — $148.44
The total balance due is the sum of the installation charge and the monthly service fee. &nbsp;Therefore, the
Total Balance Due is: $118.45 + $29.99 = $148.44.

27. C — 7, 9
A factor pair is a pair of factors you can multiply together to get a certain product. In this case, we're looking
for the product of 63. Out of the given choices, 7 and 9 is the only pair of factors that, when multiplied
together, give us a product of 63.

28. B — 5
To find the rate of change (slope) of a line in graphical form, we take any two points on the line and see the
number of units we have to move both in <tex> y </tex> direction and <tex> x </tex> direction to go from one
point to another. The ratio of <tex> y </tex> to <tex> x </tex> movements is the rate of change. In the graph,
we see that the line passes through the points <tex> (-1,-1) </tex> and <tex> (0,2) </tex>. To go from <tex>
(-1,-1) </tex> to <tex> (0,2) </tex>, we go 3 units in the <tex> y </tex> direction and 1 unit in the <tex> x
</tex> direction. The rate of change is <tex> \frac{3}{1} =3 </tex>. Thus, <tex> m = 3 </tex>. Finding the rate
of change from a tabular form is the same process. Let’s take the first two point pairs, <tex> (-1,3) </tex> and
<tex> (1,-1) </tex>. To go from <tex> y = 3 </tex> to <tex> y = -1 </tex>, we go <tex> -4 </tex> units in the
<tex> y </tex> direction. To go from <tex> x = -1 </tex> to <tex> x = 1 </tex>, we go 2 units in the <tex> x
</tex> direction. The rate of change is <tex> \frac{-4}{2} = -2 </tex>. Thus, <tex> n = -2 </tex>. The value of
<tex> m - n </tex> is <tex> 3 - (-2) = 3 + 2 = 5 </tex>.

29. C — 8,400
If it takes 100 gallons to irrigate one acre, then it takes 100 × 12, or 1,200 gallons, to irrigate 12 acres. Don't
be tempted to choose choice B, however, because you're not done yet. To irrigate these 12 acres for a week,
you have to multiply 1,200 gallons per day times seven days: 1,200 × 7 = 8,400.

30. C — <tex> 464 \gt 646</tex>
The relationship <tex> 717 = 717 </tex> is true since the numbers are equal. To compare three-digit numbers,
we look at the hundreds digit first. Whichever number’s hundreds digit is larger is the larger number. In the
relationship <tex> 631 \gt 361 </tex>, the hundreds digit of 1 is 6, which is greater than the hundreds digit of 1,
3. Thus, <tex> 631 \gt 361 </tex>. In the relationship <tex> 248 \lt 288 </tex>, the hundreds digits are the
same. So, we look at the tens digit. The tens digit in 8, 4, is less than the tens digit in 8, 8. Thus, <tex> 248 \lt
288 </tex>. The hundreds digit in 4, 4, is less than the hundreds digit in 6, 6. So, 4 should be <em>less
than</em> 6, but the inequality given is <tex> 464 \gt 646 </tex>, which is wrong.
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
